Founded in Vilnius, Lithuania, in late 1991 In Your Pocket city guides are now published in 27 European cities. Hailed as 'the publishing phenomenon of Eastern Europe' by the International Herald Tribune the In Your Pocket series covers less obvious cities such as Belfast, Bucharest, St. Petersburg and Sofia. Many destinations now considered mainstream, such as Warsaw, Budapest and Prague, were covered by the series long before they became fashionable.
The handy guides – a PDF version of which can also be downloaded free of charge online at www.inyourpocket.com - have attracted a massive cult following in the travel world for their spot-on reviews and tongue in cheek humour.
