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activities and some even have some farm animals to watch and 
stroke. A visit is sure to be fun for you and your kids, not just 
because you are likely to meet other families there.

Different so-called knowledge lanes are 
dedicated to topics like the human body, renewable energy 
or modern communication, using sight, sound, smell and 
action to let children discover, accompanied by an adult. 
There is a restaurant, open-air play areas, electric trains 
and cars on the roof for under-aged drivers - and much more. 
From Zurich, take trains S9 or S14 (direction Hinwil/Uster), 
change at Schwerzenbach to Bus 725, get off at Volkiland, 
Chliriet (duration: 23 minutes). Q Open daily 10:00 - 18:00. 
Combitickets e.g. workshop factory and knowledge lane 26Sfr.
Activities can also be booked separately e.g. knowledge lane 
14.50Sfr (17.50 adults).

 Sihlwald Wildnispark Alte Sihltalstrasse 38, Sihlwald, 
tel. +41 44 722 55 22. Sihlwald is a protected forest which is 
much left to its own devices - so animals and little adventurers 
feel very much at home here. Some animals, like the buzzards, 
are here of their own accord, while others - bears, deer, 
European bisons, otters, beavers, wildboar and more - live 
in enclosures. All of them are indigenous to Switzerland and 
can be watched here almost as if in freedom. The forest and 
the enclosures are accessible all the time. Get there by train 
from Zurich’s main train station with the S4 (SZU) to Wildpark-
Höfli (enclosures) or Sihlwald (visitors centre), in approx. 30 
min plus a walk. Restaurant and visitor’s centre in the park.

 Zoological and Paleontological Museums of 
the University of Zurich G-3, Karl Schmid-Strasse 
4, 8ETH/Universitätsspital, tel. +41 44 634 38 38, 
www  .zm  .uzh .ch. A giant sloth waits just beyond the 
entrance here, but luckily it’s only a reconstruction, so you can 
even stroke it. Animals large and small are displayed stuffed 
or as skeletons: jaguars, kangaroos, platypuses, giant crabs. 
You’ll be amazed what exists in the animal kingdom. Insects 
can be viewed under a microscope, and your children and you 
can listen to the songs of 280 different birds, and see them as 
well. The paleontological section features marine dinosaurs 
from when Switzerland was covered by an ocean. Children 
love the animals, but if they tire of that there’s a sandpit 
where they can do their own bit of excavation or giant animal 
puzzles. Unfortunately all texts are in German, but we have 
found that isn’t a problem for children and even for adults it’s 
a fascinating cabinet of wonders. Nominally these are two 
separate museums, but as a visitor you hardly notice.Q 
Open 09:00 - 17:00, Sat & Sun 10:00 - 17:00, Mon closed. 
Admission free.

Parks & Sports
Little guests need room to jump and run. Not to mention 
swim, skate or canoe. The most central playground is next 
to Lindenhof (p. 41, E-3) and there is a large one next to 
the Chinese garden (G-7). The Gemeinschaftszentren 
(or GZ), community centres of the city also have good 
playgrounds.

Zurich has the reputation of a shopping city, even 
if not quite that of London or Milano. Especially Bahnhof-
strasse is well known around the globe as one of the most 
exclusive and expensive shopping streets in the world. For 
Swiss and urban design, the area around Langstrasse is 
a good spot - check out our special on page 58. In the way 
of shopping malls, Switzerland can’t match other European 
countries where huge centres are the order of the day. But 
maybe that’s a good thing. The Sihlcity Shopping Centre, an 
easily reachable mall opened in 2007, is an example of an 
innovative development - without being a giant. The malls 
and best shopping areas of the city are listed here together 
with other remarkable shops. Remember all shops are 
closed on Sundays except at the railway stations.

The main shopping areas are:

Bahnhofstrasse (E-2/5)The Bahnhofstrasse leads from the 
main railway station to the lake and is mostly a pedestrian 
area almost without traffic - but watch out for the trams! It’s 
world-famous for its luxury stores: find jewellery, watches 
and designer boutiques as well as the big department stores 
Jelmoli, Globus and Manor here. A walk down this famous 
street is a must for every shopping fan. Wander into the side 
streets as well, where shops are no less luxurious and some 
more unusual little gems are hidden. 

Niederdorf (F-3/4) Even if Niederdorf - the part of the old 
town east of the river Limmat - is better known for dining 
and nightlife than for shopping, it’s well worth expanding 
your shopping tour into this quarter. Along the Limmatquai 
and Niederdorf streets - both pedestrian areas - you will find 
smaller shops with up-to-date street wear, fancy shoes and 
fashion stores. The smaller alleys are also well worth a peek.

Swiss chocolate is of world renown - and yes, you should 
take advantage of being here and try some of these sweet 
sins. But have you ever wondered why it is the Swiss who 
make such delicious chocolate?

Cocoa, the main ingredient of chocolate comes from South 
America and was brought to Europe in the early 16th century. But 
it wasn’t until the end of the 18th century that Swiss craftsmen 
started to process cocoa and to establish small businesses 
producing chocolate. In the 19th century some of today’s best 
known Swiss chocolate producers (like Suchard, Sprüngli, Lindt, 
Callier and Tobler) were established. But it took two leaps of 
technology in the 1870s for Swiss chocolate to become a real 
success. First Daniel Peter invented milk chocolate. Condensed 
milk was the key to success. Then, in 1879, Rodolphe Lindt 
invented the mysterious conche. This scraper-mixer makes 
solid chocolate smooth and creamy rather than hard and gritty, 
as it had been until then. The Lindt conche was a milestone 
and has been copied ever since.

In the following decades, the Swiss became very keen on 
this creamy chocolate and soon also started exporting 
their produce. Today around 175,000 tons of chocolate are 
produced in Switzerland per year. And yes, the Swiss are the 
world’s greatest chocolate eaters: statistically the Swiss 
eat around 12 kilograms a year each. As a comparison a 
US-American consumes 5.4kg a year.

In Zurich, the most famous chocolate producer and confectioner 
is probably Sprüngli, the original shop with café situated on 
Paradeplatz (Bahnhofstrasse 21, see p. 32). Another well-known 
Zurich chocolate maker is Lindt & Sprüngli. They were originally 
connected to Sprüngli, but split the business at the end of the 
19th century. Its factory is just outside Zurich and you can buy 
Lindt chocolate in literally every grocery store.
